As I complete my term as your Senior Warden, I would like to thank all of you for your financial support
as well as your time and talent support for the work of the parish community. As a parish community, we
are very much alive and viable. Where there is a need, resources are found. When we reach out to the
community, whether with the Good News or with food, the parish has organized itself to respond.

This year, we celebrated 50 years of vitality. Invitations were not only sent to parishioner, but to many of
those who have been members in the past. People traveled from far away places to join us for the
celebration.

We have a very workable relationship with a Bridge Club that uses the facility during week day and
evening hours. This has provided a support for the community and a financial help for us in a very
economic trying time. The Treasurer has been able to pay all bills, but the staffhas worked very hard at
keeping expenses to a minimum. It is a tribute to the congregation that we have been able to keep our
staff employed and continue with viable programs. It is a tribute to our staff that they have worked this
year without pay raises and have had to keep a close eye on expenses.

Many vestry members and parish leaders attended a workshop on being a "Welcoming Church" - I did
not say "Friendly Church" (which we are) - but a Welcoming Church - there is a difference! An
enthusiastic committee has been formed and is developing thoughts about the self image of the parish and
how we can begin to think of ourselves as representatives of Christ to anyone who walks through the
door. You will be hearing much more about this in the future.

Alpha continues to be a mainstay of the basic education for newcomers as well as a refresher course for
those who have been members for a time. Much thought is going into further education for those who
graduate from Alpha -- education that might help all of us on our spiritualjoumey.

Our campus has been enhanced by stained glass windows in the Sanctuary and the Youth Center. A
garden was added around the labyrinth to blend the man-made labyrinth with the environment. Plans are
being drawn up and a memorial donation has been made for a Community Garden.

Finally a committee has been formed to design a separate building for the Food Pantry. A grant request
has been sent to the UTO for money to formalize the plan and begin the process of building. The
committee includes representatives from the Food Pantry. In the future, funds will be solicited from the
community, affiliate churches and temples, and community organization to complete the project. At this
time, with the poor economic health of the nation, the Food Pantry is feeding many more families and
individuals which is putting a strain on the facility. It is time that we provide the Food Pantry with
adequate storage and distribution space.

Again thank you for your support. I have valued my time as your Senior Warden.

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Stewardship 2010

The Stewardship Campaign for 2010 was, on the whole, better than could be expected, giving the state of
the economy. Pledges are down by approximately 4%, but there are still 9 people who pledged last year
who still need to get their cards in, as well as a few new members who still have not pledged, so we may
make it yet.

We lost 19 pledges last year, some who moved, some who passed away, and some who simply couldn't
pledge this year, but gained 19 new pledges. On an average, that resulted in a net increase. In spite of the
economy, 63 people increased their pledge, while only 26 decreased.

Stewardship is a word that, according to Wikipedia, means a responsibility to take care of something
owned by someone else. Financial stewardship is based on the belief that God is the true and ultimate
owner of each person's possessions, and that one is accountable to God for the acceptable care and use of
those possessions. The tithe is the biblical definition of financial stewardship to God, but in the New
Testament, Jesus points out that everything belongs to God, who trusts us to use it wisely. Sometimes in
church we say "All things come of Thee, 0 Lord, and of Thine own have we given Thee." The language
form may be King James Version, but the meaning is clear.

When we fill out our estimated giving card and as we put our checks or cash into our pledge envelopes
throughout the year, "of Thine own have we given Thee."

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Outreach 2009

The Outreach Committee had another successful year. In keeping with supporting charities in the world
and on the national, state, and local level, we donated funds for IRIS, Hillside Home, Canoga Park
Salvation Army (local charities), St. Jude's Ranch, St. Jude's Children's Hospital, Campus Crusade for
Christ (national charities), and Episcopal Relief for Zimbabwe, Uganda Christian Development Mission
schools (international charities), among others.

Throughout the year we sponsored the weekly Sunday church services held at the Motion Picture and
Television Hospital. Don Gamer organized five groups of volunteers from Prince of Peace to provide
services to hospitalized patients. Holy Communion is offered each week. George Packer has taken over
coordinating activities for 2010.

"All Church Service Day" in November was a big success. We had a successful work day volunteering at
the Los Angeles Regional Food Bank in November as well as families working at church writing letters
of welcome to refugee families.

Jo Laslo organized food deliveries for over fifty families through our Thanksgiving and Christmas food
basket projects. Ginny Kreuzberger coordinated the Angel Tree gift outreach for the children of food
basket recipients and Haven Hills. Roman Melnyk headed up the Bike Elves who provide bicycles and
helmets for children who could otherwise not afford them. Bikes and other gifts were collected for over
100 children!

Carol Barker, Lex Barker, and Marj Harrison organized another successful Alternative Christmas Faire
selling African arts and crafts and collecting donations to organizations such as the Heifer Project, Habitat
for Humanity, and Alternative Gifts International.

Margaret Shively and many Prince of Peace parishioners distributed food and Christmas gifts to hundreds
of families through our West Valley Food Pantry.

Julie Fanton continues to secure sponsorships of school children in western Uganda.

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Alternative Christmas Faire 2009

As always, Alternative Christmas Faire was a rousing success. Actually, it was a greater success than I
had expected, given the state of the economy. We actually took in $4,277, which was only about $200
less than 2008!

In addition to support for Habitat for Humanity, the West Valley Food Pantry, Church of the
Annunciation in New Orleans, Haven Hills, St. Barnabas Senior Center, Hillsides Home, Pacific Lodge
Boys Home and Five Talents Micro-Loans, we also arranged for purchase of the following through Heifer
Project International:

5 Goats (plus 2 shares of a goat)
3 Sheep (plus 7 shares of a sheep)
1 Pig (plus 5 shares of a pig)
1 Set of Tree Seedlings
1 Trio of Rabbits (plus 2 rabbits)
3 Hives of Honeybees
6 Flocks of Chicks
7 Flocks of Ducks
3 Flocks of Geese
2 shares of a Water Buffalo
1 share of a Llama

We also supported the following through Alternative Gifts International:

Helped children in the Congo, Kenya and Nepal
Assisted women in Egypt, India, Mexico and USA
Helped rescue girls from forced prostitution in India and S.E. Asia
Helped to pipe clean water to a school in India
Saved lives of mothers and babies in Africa and Guatemala
Helped to restore sight in Cambodia and Tibet
Aided in the care of abandoned elders in China
Assisted those in Haiti who are attempting to end child abuse and who

are training the Haitians to create sustainable fuel from trash.

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West Valley Food Pantry

During 2009, the Food Pantry had to respond to the continued increase in the need for food for the
hungry. The number of families served went from 936 per month in 2008 to 1253 in 2009. Our Canoga
Park site, Rescate, served 44% and our Prince of Peace site 56%.

The increase in families served was expected, but we were unsure as to whether the amount of contributed
food would increase proportionally. We were pleasantly surprised by a continual stream of food coming
in. Many, many smaller food drives from schools, businesses, service clubs and individuals provided an
ample quantity of food throughout the year. Special mention must be made for Trader Joe's daily support
- mostly deli and fresh meats. This enabled us to cover the increase in the number of clients and we were
able to give out an enhanced menu of nutritious food.

We continue to participate in the government sponsored Sr. Commodity Program the first Wednesday of
each month. The food is brought by the LA Regional Food Bank to Prince of peace and our volunteers
distribute it. Each month we serve close to 300 low income seniors between the hours of 9 am to 11 am.

The Toy Distribution on December 19 was a huge success. Planned and executed by members of the
National Charity League. Over 200 families received gifts and stocking stuffers for their children, family
gifts and homemade cookies.

We have overl50 wonderful volunteers from all walks of life. We are open five days a week to serve the
needy of our community.

For 2010 it is quite possible that the number of families to be served will increase another 20%. Ifwe can
continue to get augmented quantities of donated food from the community and from the LA Regional
Foodband and with continued financial support, we should be able to handle the increase.

As always, we thank Prince of Peace for their support and for the use of their facility.
