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It’s always amazing how people make every effort to avoid doing the right thing, as the right thing costs too much or is otherwise unprofitable in the short term.

Example:

Problem
Severe overcrowding in our prisons

*
Answer
Send prisoners back to Mexico or out of the state, which is also what has been suggested we do with our garbage and trash.


People don’t seem to be willing/interested in doing what is necessary to change the number of people going into prison or the amount of trash we produce.

Problem
Environmental pollution

*
Answer
Create “pollution credits” to allow big polluters to buy credits from small polluters and then keep on being a big polluter.

What does this teach? What does it mean? It teaches that it is not really bad to break the law – some laws or maybe any laws. There is no moral imperative to keep the law. What is bad is to get caught. And that’s not necessarily bad either  -  just inconvenient. There is little or no moral weight to law-breaking. Everything is justified by someone for something. (Total relativism ed.).

Is there anything at all that is wrong because it is WRONG? Think of something …. OK, now ask yourself  “Why is this wrong  -  really?” There will always be any number of quibbles …”Yes, but what if….?” Do you suppose there is even one thing we could all agree on that is basically, always, fundamentally wrong, even if we could not justify Why?

Maybe we could agree, if we agreed on principles or standards greater than any of us! Maybe. Otherwise, hopeless.

In Genesis 28 God tells Jacob 3 things: God would give him a place; God would give him descendents as many as the grains of dust of the earth; God would grant that all would be blessed through them. From this we know that it’s

And in Romans, it is good to be children of God – Why? It gives us the power to cry out “Father” to God with effect. And if God is our Father, then we share as inheritors of all that is God’s. And now in the Gospel: It looks like it’s good to be a good seed. And the nature of a good seed is to

Bear fruit





Encourage the growth of others

And back to St. Paul and he speaks about faith. Faith is not just something you “have”. Faith is a choice, an action, something you do – directed, positive, purposeful, God-directed. If faith does not result in action – an action of growth – yours and others – and those works and actions are not God-ward – something is WRONG! Thus, as a principle for right and wrong we can pose the following questions:

1. Is what I am doing a response to God and Godward directed?

2. Is my life-growth Godward, no matter how sloppy?

3. Is my moral law what I need to do because of God?

4. Why is this wrong, really??
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
